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Our first conversation in this series is on the 2016 ELCA Churchwide social policy 
resolution “Repudiation of the Doctrine of Discovery.” This resolution led the ELCA 
council to adopt the “Declaration of the ELCA to American Indian and Alaska Native 
People” which was then presented at the 2022 Churchwide Assembly.  

 

Come learn more about the Church’s role in the Doctrine of Discovery, what led to 
its repudiation, and why it matters for us today. Insights from our previous land ac-
knowledgment conversations and book discussion on An Indigenous Peoples’ His-
tory of the United States are welcome, though not required as we engage in this 
conversation!

The current 
Bishop, Rev. Laurie Skow-Anderson, has announced her retirement and will not be 
seeking re-election. We are grateful for her many years in ministry on our synod staff 
both as Bishop and Director of Evangelical Mission! 
 

To prepare for a new bishop our synod has introduced a new election process where 
candidates were pre-identified during conference meeting elections. This allows time 
for full background checks on candidates, the opportunity to get to know candidates 
better during pre-assembly forums, and more time for the Spirit to move among our 
synod. 
 

In addition to electing a new Bishop, the synod assembly is when voting members 
from all 195 congregations across the synod gather for worship, learning about our 
ministry partners, hearing what God is up to in other congregations, considering im-
portant resolutions, and conducting the faithful business of our synod’s ministry. You 
can learn more about this year’s resolutions, the bishop’s candidats, and more

Finally, the assembly will serve as a final opportunity to give toward the Bishop’s 
“Water Is Life” initiative to raise $40,000 for 2 new wells in Malawi. HOPE’s generosi-
ty throughout Lent contributed $1,128 toward that goal! If anyone would like to make 
an additional donation, you will find a link on the synod website (linked above).
